Public Health Indicator Review for Central Neighborhood 

Cleveland Department of Public Health, August 2007


Summary: Data from the US Census show that Central residents, compared to all of Cleveland, have more persons under 18 years of age, less than 1 in 6 families with children having a male head of household and nearly all new mothers are unmarried, a much greater incidence of low birth weight babies, and very high Chlamydia and gonorrhea (STD) rates. Death rate among infants is twice the rate of Cleveland, and the crude (not age-adjusted) death rate due to heart disease is higher, too.  The age-adjusted death rate due to the four major types of cancer is the same or lower than for Cleveland.
