Public Health Indicator Review for Edgewater Neighborhood 

Cleveland Department of Public Health, September 2007


Summary: Data from the US Census show that Edgewater residents, compared to all of Cleveland, have a higher median household income and similar age distribution yet are more alike the county in terms of economic factors. Two-thirds of residents are White, and 7.0% are Hispanic, similar to Cleveland as a whole. 75% of Edgewater residences are apartments or rental units. Nearly one in four mothers smoked while pregnant. This trend is higher among White females than non-White females for Ohio and for the US. 

From 1999-2002, the top five causes of deaths were diseases of the heart (43.1%), malignant cancers (17.5%), cerebrovascular disease (7.2%), chronic lower respiratory disease (5.0%), and diabetes mellitus (4.2%). (See www.ClevelandHealth.info)  
Age-adjusted rates for diseases of the heart, strokes and diabetes are higher than for Cleveland.

Age-adjusted mortality rates for some of the most common cancers (shown below) are statistically similar than rates for Cleveland residents overall, with morality rates due to prostate cancer lower than for Cleveland. Female breast cancer rates are statistically similar to Cleveland rates. While not shown, deaths due to liver, esophageal, lymphoma, leukemia, kidney diseases, stomach and pancreatic cancer are too rare to calculate stable adjusted mortality rates and make rate comparisons to Cleveland rates. 
The pattern of higher smoking during pregnancy, slightly higher mortality rates for diseases of the heart and strokes suggest that smoking and hypertension rates may be higher than for Cleveland. Residents are encouraged to seek help to better manage diabetes and high blood pressure, and seek tobacco cessation programs through the City and County Public Health agencies or from their physician or employer. 

Chlamydia and gonorrhea (STD) rates for the 44102 zip code area (which contains all of Edgewater) are much lower to those for Cleveland. As of June 30, 2007, the prevalence rate (that is, the number of people per 100,000 population) of persons living with HIV/AIDS in Edgewater is less than the prevalence rate for Cleveland.
