Public Health Indicator Review for South Collinwood Neighborhood 

Cleveland Department of Public Health, August 2007


Summary: Data from the US Census show that South Collinwood residents, compared to all of Cleveland, reflect demographics and health issues of a younger population. One-third of neighborhood residents are minors (under age 18). Three of four residents are African American (Black, as listed by the US Census Department). Associated with the younger demographics are lower median household income, more female-headed households with children, more vacant homes and parcels with delinquent tax payments.

Health factors of concern are much higher rates of infant and neonatal mortality, almost double to that of Cleveland. Postneonatal morality rates are associated with clinical, social and environmental issues. First, prematurity and low birth weight are strongly associated with complications and greater risk of mortality during the first year. The provision of maternal care among teen multiparous mothers (mothers having many children before age 20), SIDS (sudden infant death syndrome), co-sleeping and accidents are major factors associated with postneonatal and infant mortality. 
Many city and county services are available to mothers at risk of a premature or low birth weight baby. Mom’s First, Help Me Grow, WIC, and Invest in Children are among many services that women intending a family or those parents with a family can seek for assistance.

High rates of sexually transmitted diseases, Chlamydia and gonorrhea, were noted for residents in zip code 44110 which includes the western half of South Collinwood. In 2006, over 40% of all Chlamydia cases and 28% of gonorrhea cases reported for Cleveland were among teens 15-19. Over 60% of cases were among African Americans. Because many persons with the STDs Chlamydia and gonorrhea had mild or no apparent symptoms, the risk of complications and further transmission is high. Medical complications to Chlamydia among females are painful and can lead to uterine and fallopian scarring, pelvic inflammatory disease and infertility. Babies born to mothers with Chlamydia can have eye infections and respiratory problems. Gonorrhea can be passed through oral, vaginal and anal sex and cause painful discharges and swollen testicles (epididimytis among men). Screening and treatment for Chlamydia and gonorrhea is easy and readily available throughout health clinics and medical providers. Ohio state law allows teens 13-19 to seek screening and treatment for STDs without permission from a parent or guardian. The Cleveland Department of Public Health encourages all sexually active persons to be screened for STDs (and HIV) and encourages teens to bring their parent, a trusted relative or adult, for support. 
From 1999-2002, the top five causes of deaths were diseases of the heart (39.0%), malignant cancers (26.7%), cerebrovascular disease (4.8%), accidents (3.5%), and chronic lower respiratory disease (2.9%).  Age-adjusted mortality rates for some of the most common cancers (shown below) are slightly lower but statistically similar than rates for Cleveland residents overall. While not shown, deaths due to liver, esophageal, lymphoma, leukemia, kidney diseases, stomach and pancreatic cancer are too rare to calculate stable adjusted mortality rates and make rate comparisons to Cleveland rates.
